Peter Bradshaw took his B.A. in Aeronautical Engineering at Cambridge University in 1957, and worked in the Aerodynamics Division of the National Physical Laboratory until 1969. He then joined the Department of Aeronautics, Imperial College, London University, where he was Professor of Experimental Aerodynamics until 1988. He was awarded the Bronze Medal of the Royal Aeronautical Society in 1971, and in 1981 he was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society. He was Prince Distinguished Lecturer at Arizona State University in 1982, and Distinguished Lecturer in Mechanical Engineering at Michigan State University in 1987. In 1988 he took up the newly-endowed Thomas V. Jones Chair of Engineering at Stanford University (Emeritus 1995). In 1990 he was awarded the honorary degree of DSc by Exeter University, England. In 1992-1993 he was an ASME Distinguished Lecturer, and in 1994 received the AIAA Fluid Dynamics Award. He is the author or joint author of 5 books and over 200 scientific papers on turbulence and related subjects.
